Part I
Final Project: Original Robot Fiction Story

Drawing on the themes and tropes we have discussed in class this semester, you will write your own original story about a fictional robot. You may write it in the form of a short story, a poem, a play, or a comic/graphic novel. The goal of the Original Robot Fiction Story is to demonstrate understanding of key course concepts through the creative process.

At the end of the semester, you will give a presentation on your project (see next page).

Genre Requirements
You may write the story in one of three genres: 
1. short story (thick description, narration, and dialogue)
2. play (character list, setting description, stage direction, and dialogue)
3. comic/graphic story (minimum of 12 panels).   

Story Content Requirements
· Tell a complete, compelling, original science fiction story (written solely by you, specifically for this class) 
· Feature at least 1 central character who is artificially intelligent
· Use the tropes and themes of sci-fi artificial intelligence that we’ve discussed so far in class 

Form Requirements
· Formatted appropriately for the chosen genre (when in doubt, look at examples of published work and emulate the format)
· Appropriate spelling, grammar, syntax, and word choice for a creative project
· Include your name somewhere on the project

Grading
· The Final Project will be graded holistically using a rubric. 




Part II
Final Project: Original Robot Fiction Story

In the last weeks of the semester, you will give a short (5-8 minute) presentation in which you explain what you did for your final project and analyze how you incorporated various themes and tropes we learned about in class. You must incorporate concepts from at least 2 of the secondary sources we have read this semester to help define key themes and support your claims. The goals of the Final Project Presentation are to demonstrate understanding of the key themes and tropes of the robot fiction genre, practice using both primary and secondary sources, and reflect academically on your creative work.

Presentation Content Requirements
· Introduce your robot character and summarize the story you’ve written. 
· Explain your story choices and inspirations, citing at least 4 primary and secondary texts we’ve covered in class
· Conclude by analyzing how your story shows our present-day relationship to robots, cyborgs, and androids. 

Form Requirements
· 5-8 minutes
· All sources cited in-text on the slides and in a Works Cited slide using MLA style
· Engaging, cohesive slides that include appropriate images
· Adherence to the 6x6 rule (no more than 6 bullet points per slide, no more than 6 words per bullet point)
· Appropriate spelling, grammar, syntax, and word choice for an academic presentation

Types of Sources
· Primary source: information directly from an event, person, place, OR an original creative work (e.g. personal interview, data collected through direct observation, eyewitness account, short story, novel, movie)
· Secondary source: analysis of one or more primary sources (e.g. an opinion piece, a documentary, a scholarly essay)
· Tertiary source: summary of primary and secondary sources (e.g. Wikipedia)

Grading
· The Final Project presentation will be graded holistically using a rubric.
